
On a blustery November evening, Middle Chapter members gathered at the 
site of the new Indian Valley High School to tour this beautiful new educational 
facility.  This high school is part of the Mifflin County School District which 
encompasses most of Mifflin County.  Located in Lewistown, Dwight Knouse  
conducted the tour on behalf of Hayes Large Architects.  (See Pages 4 and 6 
for photos of the building) 
 
Project Schedule.  The project began in 1998 when a study for the project was 
conducted.  In 2004, the program analysis for the building was first looked at 
with design started in 2006.  A short delay was encountered while the School 
District acquired some necessary property.  With the project put out for bid in 
July, 2008 (just before the economy’s problems began), construction started in 
the fall of 2008. 
 
Cost.  Because of the timing, the District was not able to take advantage of 
lower bid prices that might have been received had the project been bid a little 
later.  The total project cost, including furniture, was $64.9 million.  There are 
251,088 square feet of space in the structure and the per square foot cost was 
$221.  This reflects the construction cost only.  The furniture and some 
technology costs were around $800,000.  Included in the construction cost of 
the facility is the geothermal technology that is being utilized.  This system 
required the drilling of 220 bore holes — each 525 feet deep. 
 
Occupancy.  Although the school will be completed before the end of the 
2010/2011 school year, the School District has decided that the students will 
occupy the building beginning the fall of 2011.  The building has a core 
capacity of 1,300 — 1,150 students.  The design also allows for the addition of 
six classrooms on each side of the classroom core. 
 
This is a beautiful educational facility incorporating classrooms, science labs, 
broadcast facilities, technology rooms, music and band rooms and storage, an 
incredible auditorium with a seating capacity of 1,500, a large well-equipped 
kitchen and cafeteria.  The students attending the Indian Valley High School 
should do very well in today’s world with a high school offering them the most 
up-to-date learning environment. 
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Mifflin County School Near Completion 
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I would like to thank the membership for providing me the opportunity to 
serve as the Chapter President.  I especially want to thank our past 
president Rick Cyman for his excellent term of service to the chapter and 
our profession. Rick’s mentorship in preparing me for this role and 
challenge has been very valuable to me. Since I have been involved in the 
chapter, I have had the opportunity to meet many people, develop 
friendships and have enjoyed attending events like the Grassroots, 
National Conventions, and Architects Day in Harrisburg.  

As we start another year, working hard to maintain our practices despite 
an unstable economy and a concern with declining chapter revenue, 
optimistically and with pride I begin this term, with the belief that the 
middle chapter will continue to provide the best educational seminars, 
symposiums, and advocacy possible.   

The Middle Pa Chapter will continue to actively support the American 
Institute of Architecture Students at the Pennsylvania State University, 
since these students are our future architects, AIA members and, of 
course, future AIA Middle PA chapter members.  

Our chapter has plenty of room for new members, associates, and 
corporate sponsors. Please feel free to invite fellow nonmembers to our 
seminars and other professional events to showcase the benefits of being 
AIA.  As in past years, we still have open slots in our organizational 
structure that need to be filled with volunteers. 

The December planning meeting resulted in a calendar of events similar to 
the events that were scheduled last year. Some of the events include the 
Penn State Lecture Series, the Brueggebor Memorial Competition, and 
educational seminars.  We are also planning an educational trip to 
Architectural Testing in York PA.  The Middle PA chapter is continuing its 
association with ASHRAE, and CSI by planning joint meetings.
